At Eaton Terrace, Bill appreciates the on-site Dining Program and attends the
weekly Sunday worship services and Bible Study, sometimes filling in when our pastor
is out of town.  He also is a regular Exercise Class participant and has benefited from
the assistance of our Social Services and Mission and Ministry Departments.  This year,
Bill joined the board of Wellspring Senior Foundation as the resident representative and
is “giving back” to our community.

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What Makes Eaton Senior Programs Outstanding?

Presently, housing and services for older Americans are all about choices, as 
evidenced by the many alternatives available in the market today.  However, making
this choice is ultimately driven by seniors’economic realities.  Across all 
demographics, the wealthy make up a small percentage of the population and this is no
different for the senior population.  For those individuals in the higher-income brackets,
there are many more housing options than there were 20, or even 10 years ago.  The
reality is that the majority of older persons cannot afford a large buy-in fee at an affluent
Continuing Care Retirement Community or the high monthly fees associated with some
of the “fancier” for-profit establishments.  Many assisted living communities charge a
base rate but then add on fees for “extra” services. The vast majority of elderly persons
today and in the near future will be living on a modest social security benefit and, if they
planned well, will have additional modest income from investments or the sale of a
home.  

For seniors with limited incomes, the number of housing options is considerably
smaller.  Eaton Senior Programs (ESP) strives to be the premier choice for low- to 
moderate-income seniors and we are driven by our mission, which focuses on providing
affordable housing and services in a supportive environment for both independent and
assisted living.  When an older person has limited choices for housing due to his or her
economic reality, ESPprovides a healthy, affordable option.  Our assisted living 
community offers a consumer-friendly bundled rate; one flat fee covers housing and
any additional services - no “add-ons”.  True to our mission, we accept Medicaid 
residents in our assisted living community, even though government payments do not
fully cover the cost of care for these residents.  

What sets us apart is the sense of community you experience throughout our facili-
ties.  This hard–to-describe feeling of community is derived from the quality people who
make up the resident population and the caring staff who serve them.  Our 
creative and multi-faceted approach to offering services in an affordable environment
also makes us different.  ESPaccomplishes this by partnering with other agencies and
service providers, applying for and receiving grant money to support operations, 
fund-raising through special events and letter campaigns, and practicing financial 
stewardship.  ESPhas long been a model for other low-income senior housing facilities
by serving the whole person and focusing on helping residents live to their fullest 
potential.

Many years ago, when I was in Seminary, a professor told us a story that illustrates the true meaning of com-

munity.  It happened that a Sunday School teacher at his church, had a new little boy in her class who had only one
hand.  Determined not to embarrass him, the teacher planned all her activities carefully, so he would be able to partici-
pate.  Everything went well until she called the class together for their closing ritual.  “Okay, class, let’s put our hands
together and make our churches.”  The children put their hands together, interlocking three fingers with index fingers
pointed upward to make the steeple.  She began, “Here is the church and here is the steeple, open the doors . . .”
Suddenly, realizing what she had done, she stopped, aghast.  As she did, a little girl sitting next to the new boy,
reached over to join her hand with his, and said, “Here, Davey, let’s build our church together.”

Fostering community – the kind of community that values goodness, respects the very essence of each indi-
vidual, and encourages all to become part of that which is greater than themselves – is at the heart of the mission and
ministry of ESP.  We foster this kind of “community” by offering encouragement and respect, and by nurturing the
meaningful faith that has sustained residents and staff, throughout their lives, whatever their faith tradition may be.
Currently, we have 18 different faith traditions, together, in our ESPcommunity.  Our multi-dimensional spiritual ministry
offers residents weekly ecumenical worship services, grief and loss counseling, hospital visitation, memorial and funer-
al services, prayer groups, individual support, and a welcoming and affirming presence.

When Jackie DeTurk, one of our ESPresidents, was asked, “Does it work?” She replied, “Community is being
fostered by modeling the qualities above, by many staff, employees and residents, by meetings to address and resolve
conflict, meetings for worship, meetings for study and by informal interactions between caring people.”

“For me, the best way to judge the validity of this approach is to note the effect that being in this community
has on the resident and the family.  In my experience, the effect has been overwhelmingly positive – some dramatic,
some pleasantly ordinary.  For example, a deeply depressed, angry, critical lady, after a couple of months, became
the dining room jester and secret Santa to some.  The brother of a former resident still visits, periodically, so grateful is
he that there were people close to help her die.  There are weekly, if not daily, new examples which attest to the value
of Mission and Ministry to ESP, at least in my eyes.”
