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Year in review and funding focus for 2008....

Please accept our warmest thanks for your consistently generous
support this past year. | want to take this opportunity to update you on
our accomplishments and introduce you to where we are headed in
2008.

We have nearly reached our Endowment Fund goal of $60,000
and only need $2,700 before March 31st of this year. Community First
Foundation has matched each deposit with $.50 on the dollar. As this
fund grows, its income will support the programs and services that have
become synonymous with Eaton Senior Programs. We thank you again
for contributing to this fund by attending our events and contributing
memorials and donations.

This past year, Wellspring received grants that support the Social
Worker at Eaton Terrace Il Assisted Living Center, our pastoral assistant,
our Licensed Practical Nurse who administers the medication program,
the music therapist, the registered nurse who holds health clinics, and
the Meal Program at Eaton Terrace Residences, which must be subsi-
dized in order to keep meal fees affordable for residents. Eaton Senior
Programs also received a grant to assist with endowment fundraising.
Wellspring distributed designated funds for two Electronic Magnifiers for
our low-vision residents, for emergency resident assistance and for
emergency staff assistance.

Eaton Terrace Il Assisted Living Center (ETII) was built to provide
housing and services for a mix of “Private Pay” residents and those who
rely on Medicaid for support. Medicaid reimburses ETII at nearly $300
per resident per month below our cost. In order to meet our mission in a
fiscally responsible way, a “certain ratio of payer mix” must be main-
tained. However, as people are living longer and health costs are
increasing, “private pay” residents are running out of funds and turning to
Medicaid. It is our policy to continue housing these residents, instead of
forcing them to find other accommodations. The Wellspring Board has
created a “Gap Fund”, our fundraising focus for 2008, to provide operat-
ing support for ETII when the “ideal ratio” is not in effect. This will allow
us to serve more low income residents than we normally could.

The Gap Fund will also be available to help ease the transition of
a resident from private pay to Medicaid status by providing monetary
support to cover the private pay rate during the application process that
generally takes at least 60 days. We hope you will see the value in this
funding focus and support our mission of providing for those seniors in
need.

Since the death of my Mom in Februaay the age of 95, | have been wrestling with the above saying. On the one
hand, over the past ten years, | marvel at her “giving up” and “letting go” of things she dearly loved, being at peace
with her decisions...and on the other hand, desperately trying to “hang on” to things she had already lost. (Notably
her insistence that she ditimeed hearing aids and pretended that she could hear as well. ps ever

In my own relationship with my Mom, as | “give up” and “let go” of her physical life, | am discovering that my
relationship with her is not ovdram still learning about her and from her...in my loss, there is gain...but to gain
this understanding, | have to go through the loss. By letting go of what | cannot keep, | am beginning to discover
what | cannot lose. In many ways | am beginning to “see” her for the first time.

Dr. John Shea, in his commentaries on the Gospel of Mark and John, believes that one of the central spiritual disc
plines is learning to “get rid of things¥We need to let go, of our identification with our accomplishments, roles,
achievements and create “space” for the Spirit of God to move in our lives. “This emptiness,” he says, “is the pre
condition for the entry of the Spirit.An ancient saying gives the soul two eyes: one peers into the temporal and
one peers into the eterndlhe idea is to keep both eyes opehBuddhist friend of mine tells me that they have a
teaching that anytime you have something temporal, visualize it as being broken or gone, because it will not
last...first let go of it and then enjoy it while you have it, knowing all along, someday it will be gone.

Perhaps this is what Jesus meant when he said: “Do not store up for yourselves the kind of riches that moths anc
rust can destroy and robbers can break in and steal. Instead, store up “heavenly” riches that moths and rust canno
destroy and robbers cannot break in and steal. For your heart will always be where your richesnare:{s-21)

In my own spiritual journeM find it difficult to keep “both eyes open.To “give up” things | really cannot keep,
but that | want to hang on to. 1 find it fildfult to let go and trust that in letting go, | will discover what | can never
lose. Furthermore, how do | know when it is time to “let go” and when it is time to “persist and hand bat'ts
the spiritual process we must all “go through.tentral aim of the Mission and Ministry we share at Edwmace
is to help each other trust that in every “death” and in every temporal thing that we cannot keep, when the timing is
right to give that up, we will help each other discover what we can never lose.
