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Looking back on 36 years as first, Senior Pastor
of the West Alameda congregation from 1971-1991, next as
Executive Director for Eaton Terrace Residences from
1976-1996, and finally as President and CEO for Eaton
Senior Programs from 1997-2007, | could not have dreamed
when | first came here in 1971 that the Church’s impact upon
this community would touch the lives of nearly 1500 residents on the Eaton campus
and scores more at Roger Williams Manor and Willow Glen. Nor could | have
dreamed that the initial vision of elder housing as “community” would eventually
embrace an array of supportive services which help our residents maintain their
independence and dignity.

Elsewhere you will note how much of this came into being by the “blood, sweat
and prayers” of the West Alameda Community Baptist Church. | responded to the
Church’s “call” in large measure because it had a vision of ministry which extended
beyond itself to the needs of the broader community. So much of what residents,
family members, staff and church members experience on campus today has evolved
from that initial vision of “community”, and the sacrifice and financial commitment
which has made it possible. This vision is biblically grounded in the ministry of Jesus,
which had its roots in the “servant songs” in Isaiah (42,49,61). There the “servant”
(Israel) is called to be a “light to the nations”, to bring sight to the blind, to free those
that are in darkness and imprisoned, to literally bring forth justice and hope to those
that are “bound”. Thus, the Church in a literal sense gave of itself in order for the “new
thing” to have life...and Eatofierrace Residences was born.

Ever since, we have felt an obligation to be advocates for those among us who
have great need but little voice where decisions are made concerning their well-being.
As an organization, we have advocated for more affordable housing for the elderly and
for affordable access to healthcare and the supportive services which are so essential
for elders to live with dignity and choice. Every day over these many years, our
organization has tried to make a difference. Hardly a day passes in which we are not
challenged by the difficulties of residents trying to cope with the vicissitudes of aging.
But we staff are also challenged by the hope and optimism lived out and expressed by
many of these same residents. Every day on this campus is different!

That is what has made life interesting and rewarding over the past 26 years at
Eaton Terrace.

This will be my last column to you all, as | will retire on March 31, and bring to a
close my ministry here. My thanks to all of you for the meaning and purpose you, in
turn, haven given to me. In that sense this farewell is filled with a Hobson’s mix of
both sadness and hope...sadness in leaving, yet hope for new directions and a
brilliant future for this “community” of vibrant residents and staff.

Eaton Terrace Residences will be the host site for a Life Line Screening event on Friday,
March 16, 2007, with appointments beginning at 9 a.m. Life Line Screening uses Ultrasound,
Doppler, and blood pressure cuffs to screen for the following: Carotid Artery in the neck for plaque
buildup, arteries in the legs for Peripheral Arterial Disease, Abdominal Aortic Artery and bone
density screening for Osteoporosis .

Life Line Screening enables you to be checked for vascular disease and osteoporosis as
part of your own personal prevention plan. With early detection, these diseases can be treated.
Results of the screenings are sent to your home within 21 days. If an abnormal finding is noted,
you will be advised to contact your personal physician for further detailed, diagnostic evaluation.

These non-invasive, completely painless screenings take about 10 minutes each and are
offered for $45 each. The best value is to have the first three vascular tests done as a package for
$109. All four tests will be offered for $139.
